Inspired by Books

In this exhibition, I present different experimental visions that inspire forms from the books of ancient civilizations,
which are full of human creativity in drawing and writing, and document the events of life and thought of humans as
the building blocks of the history of peoples.

In my artworks here, I did not imitate the forms of these books, nor their contents of symbols and topics, as the volumes
of Tibetan manuscripts, Mexican Aztec books (Codex), or books on sea fish, plants, anatomy, religion, and others.

Thus, I started to create new
artworks with my style and media to go on an enjoyable experimental adventure of amazement and strangeness in
every artwork, allowing me to express a situation in everyday life, a struggle between good and evil, a fictional story,
or a glimpse of heritage.

In this exhibition, my artworks look like a road that ends with a painting and an artist’s book; each end leads to the other.
