Intellectual and Artistic Influences:

He is an Alexandrian artist by birth and upbringing. He studied art at the Faculty of Fine Arts in
Alexandria, which has a distinctive Alexandrian character. He traveled on a study mission to Italy
to study the art of sculpture. The academic study in both faculties had a profound impact in crystal-
lizing and deepening artistic experiences in terms of technique and aesthetic taste for this high and
great art, so that was the beginning of the path of art, including academic studies, practices, and
scientific experiments in various materials as he has a degree of artistic experience and means of
expression. Then a stage dominated by cultural and intellectual construction and assembly emerged
and a moment of pause and contemplation of values and concepts came to determine a style that has
its character and the features of modernity and contemporaneity. It is stemmed from the warmth of
the land and the Egyptian and Pharaonic heritage with its strength, elegance, sobriety, perfection,
and majesty, from Islamic art with its abstractions, symbolism, and spiritual energy, and Egyptian
folklore with its features, epics, its stories, and artistic forms with their realism, imagination, sym-
bolism, innate, and spontaneity. Through this conscious awareness of the components of these arts
and their traditions, his artistic creative artworks came as an extension of them and not a translation
or implementation. He had an unlimited passion for local materials, including wood and hard and
soft stones like granite and marble, which are the medium that contains the artist’s creations, due to
his belief that this medium is the closest and most comprehensive to the Egyptian artistic identity,
and in which he has distinguished throughout the ages. The sculptural artworks were the result of
the artist’s interaction with his environment, heritage, and history, which had a profound impact on
the development of the artist’s creative talent and aesthetic taste.

Art and Generation Bridge ... Dr. Doaa writes: My father, the sculptor, Prof. Gaber Hegazy

My father was a true professor. Although he was busy with his academic work and art exhibitions,
he was not distracted from me and my brother, and he was keen on developing our artistic sense. |
remember that he would encourage us to draw, bring us colors, and keep every piece of paper and
painting we drew; to make us feel the importance of what we were doing, he let us participate in
child exhibitions. These drawings are still present in his closet. As I grew up, he would take me
with him to art and Chinese exhibitions, and these tours became my vacation time. My father did
not talk much about himself and his works, but I was a witness to these works. He would often take
me after school to the faculty or the atelier, and I would spend a pleasant time among the paintings
and statues, hear and see how much his students loved him and his love for them, and how they
would approach him eagerly to teach them or give them an opinion. Since he was a professor in his
art, he was also a generous father who did not spare us anything. He worked hard throughout his
life to achieve for us everything we asked for, and he never complained about his responsibilities. I
learned something important from him that art is invaluable. He worked for art, neither for money
nor for fame. He never sought positions. He devoted his entire life to his art and students. When he
became a grandfather, he cared for his grandchildren. He was their friend; he used to play and have
fun with them, tell them stories, take them to school, and laugh and sing with them, just as he did
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Professor Gaber Hegazy is an artist with a clear imprint and has a personal and special style in the
record of Egyptian sculpture. In his artworks, he mixed realism, modernity, and abstraction, and drew
his ideas from his social and intellectual reality. He was also one of the few who were passionate about
direct sculpture, which was established by the ancient Egyptian artist. This style acquired him a large
inventory of solutions and treatments, relying on the energy of the material and its aesthetic effects;
his sculptures reflected figurative fluency, flexibility, and fluidity that supported the figuration of his
ideas and rich imagination.

Hegazy had a calm, sober, and compassionate personality. He dedicated himself to his artistic and
educational mission. The exhibition is a loving message to his soul and is held in recognition of the

contributions he made at the artistic and academic levels.
